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	In May 2010, we began an enhanced building security program at CalPERS.  The focus of this program, “Support Safety. Build Security” is to protect the safety of our employees and members and ensure that our work environment is secure.

Over the last year, we implemented Phase 1 of the security program which included the development of a Physical Security Policy that was shared with all staff in December 2010.  We also implemented security improvements including locking stairwells, requiring everyone to visibly wear their access badges, closing the loading dock to pedestrian traffic and increasing staff awareness of building security rules.

We are now moving into Phase 2 of the security program.  As part of this phase, we contracted with the California Highway Patrol (CHP) to station an officer in the auditorium during Board meetings. 

Beginning with the May Board meetings, we will implement a screening portal at the entrance to the auditorium consisting of metal detection and parcel x-ray equipment.  Everyone entering the auditorium will be required to walk through the metal detection equipment and briefcases and purses will be x-rayed.  

Increasing security measures during Board meetings is an important part of enhancing security at Lincoln Plaza.  Visitor screening is a standard practice at other public meetings such as the Sacramento City Council, San Francisco Board of Supervisors and Los Angeles City Council and implementing these new security measures for Board meetings is also consistent with the recommendations made by our security consultant.

CalPERS is committed to maintaining a secure environment that encourages public participation in the decision making process. The new security measures during Board meetings are an essential process to implement.  Thank you for your cooperation in following the security measures and helping to keep CalPERS safe for everyone.
