This matter is set for hearing on Friday, July 16, 2010 at 11:00 a.m. in Department 19 on the following matters:

Ex Parte Applications for Leave to Intervene filed by California Association of Professional Scientists and Professional Engineers in California Government (referred to herein as “CAPS/PECG”), applying jointly; California Correctional Peace Officers Association (“CCPOA”); and Service Employees International Union, Local 1000 (“SEIU”);

Plaintiffs’ Ex Parte Application for Issuance of a Temporary Restraining Order and Order to Show Cause re Preliminary Injunction.

As of the time of posting of this notice, on Thursday morning, July 15, 2010, the Court is still receiving and reviewing the briefing and other materials that are being filed by the parties.  The Court therefore will not be able to post a tentative ruling for these matters prior to the time of the hearing.  All counsel are directed to appear for oral argument.

Oral argument shall be conducted as follows:

The Court will address the applications for leave to intervene first.  Each applicant (with CAPS/PECG being treated as a single applicant) shall be allowed a maximum of five (5) minutes for oral argument.  DPA shall be allowed a maximum of five (5) minutes to respond to all of the applications.  Rebuttal argument may be permitted in the discretion of the Court.

The Court will then address plaintiff’s application for issuance of a temporary restraining order.  Plaintiffs shall be allowed a maximum of fifteen (15) minutes for oral argument.  The opposing party or parties collectively shall be allowed a maximum of fifteen (15) minutes for oral argument.  Rebuttal argument may be permitted in the discretion of the Court.

Each party shall designate a single attorney to present argument on its behalf. 
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
